Scheduling of decommissioning 
and its implementation;

Development of plans and 
technologies for weapons 
collection, transportation and 
storage;

Ensure that all the necessary 
processes for decommissioning 
are compiled with by the Parties;

Report the progress of its work 
and submit its terminal report to 
the GPH and MILF panes; and

Coordinate with the Joint 
Normalization Committee 
and other components of 
normalization.

The IDB is created by the GPH and MILF to oversee the process of decommissioning of 
the MILF forces and weapons. It is a key component of the normalization program in 

accordance with the Comprehensive Agreement on the Bangsamoro.
